The NEPA PTAC can provide market research
that makes it easier to target those agencies that
purchase specific product or service.

BIDDING ON
GOVERNMENT CONTRACTS

• Have a viable product or service

• Register on-line with the appropriate
government agencies that purchase the
product/service

• Determine if any certifications are applicable
- Woman Business Enterprises (WBE) State
certification for woman owned small businesses

- Minority Business Enterprise (MBE) State
certification for minority owned small businesses

- Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) Federal
certification for small businesses that can
demonstrate an economic or social disadvantage

- Historically Under Utilized Business Zone
(HUBZONE) Federal certification for small
businesses located in economically distressed areas

• Market the products/services to government
agencies by identifying specific agencies that
show interest

• Establish a rapport with the purchasers at
government agencies
